committed member of his shul, never missing a service; and

WHEREAS, At 106, Julius Golembo still had the wits of a
young man with an uncanny ability to recall minute details,
such as moments from seemingly disparate ball games from

decades prior; and

WHEREAS, Julius Golembo left a mark on the hearts of those
who knew him with his always upbeat demeanor and an ability to
remain present in all his interactions; he always wanted the

best for his loved ones and family; and

WHEREAS, Julius Golembo was a beloved son, Dbrother,
husband, father, uncle, grandfather, friend, and so much more;
he wanted nothing but the best for his loved ones and family;
