WHEREAS, Elise Allen was a well-known and beloved Peoria
icon and a renowned civil rights activist; she made history
when she founded The Traveler Weekly Newspaper in 1966, making
her the first African American woman to publish and edit a
newspaper in Illinois; through the newspaper, she pursued and
provoked a positive dialogue for change for the disadvantaged

in Peoria; and

WHEREAS, Elise Allen was honored with numerous awards and
proclamations for her continuous service to the community and
her selfless devotion to uplifting the quality of 1life for

minorities and the less fortunate; and
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WHEREAS, Elise Allen was a longtime member of Heaven's

View Christian Fellowship Church; and

WHEREAS, Elise Allen's legacy will 1live on through The
Traveler Weekly Newspaper, which continues to focus on the
true principles of democracy and keeping it a living reality

to all Americans; and

WHEREAS, Elise Allen was preceded in death by her husband,
James; her son, Matthew; her great-grandchild, Carol Irene;
