providing timely wrap-around services and reducing the

negative stigma associated with such issues; and

WHEREAS, Officer Rashkow was recognized for his diligence

in community service, advocacy for domestic violence victims,

and continual work with seniors within his community with the

Law Enforcement Award by the Illinois State Bar Association

(ISBA) in 2019; and

WHEREAS, Officer Rashkow will continue serving with the
