WHEREAS, It is important to honor those who served in the

Armed Forces of the United States and to honor those who serve

those who protected our nation; and

WHEREAS, Established in 1914, the Veterans of Foreign Wars

WHEREAS, In her spare time, Jean Hamil enjoys quilting,

spending time with friends, and traveling; she belongs to a

small group of "Quilting Angels" who make quilts for veterans

at the Orlando VA Healthcare Center, Quilts of Valor-Orange
