WHEREAS, Since his honorable discharge from military

service, Vincent Rangel has continued to serve his fellow

veterans through a wide variety of roles, organizational

memberships, and community activities, including serving as a

leading advocate for enhanced behavioral health services for

WHEREAS, Vincent Rangel has exhibited an exemplary

commitment to his local community through various civic and

volunteer activities, including serving as past president of

the Mexican American Chamber of Commerce of Illinois, board

member of the United States Hispanic Chamber of Commerce,

chairman emeritus of St. Ignatius College Prep, where he helps

raise over $250,000 annually towards student financial aid,

and president of the Mexican Civic Society of Illinois, among

numerous other volunteer leadership positions; and

WHEREAS, Vincent Rangel resides in Des Plaines, where he

continues to serve the residents of his community and State;
