WHEREAS, According to the Illinois Department of Health,

diabetes affects 1.3 million people in the State of Illinois;

this number does not take into consideration those with the

disease who remain undetected and left untreated; and

WHEREAS, Bill HB5003, designating November 14 of each year

as Diabetes Awareness Day, was signed into law in Illinois on

July 17, 2012; and

WHEREAS, Diabetes Awareness Day was established to help

raise awareness and educate people about this disease that

affects so many in our community; and
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WHEREAS, Diabetes ultimately affects us all, from

sufferers to their families, caregivers, friends, communities,

and medical providers; and

WHEREAS, Only through working together to bring increased

education and awareness to our local communities can further

diabetes awareness and action occur; therefore, be it
