Conroy's
efforts led to the permanent establishment of the Call4Calm
support text 1line; additionally, she led the fight to
establish the statewide 9-8-8 mental health hotline and many
other resources to help Illinoisans cope with mental health

issues; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Conroy paved the way for living donors in
Illinois by passing legislation to increase protections for
those who choose to donate; in 2018, she led by example and
saved her former husband's 1life through the selfless act of

donating her kidney as his living donor; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Conroy prioritized increasing women's
representation, serving as chair of Illinois House Democratic
Women's Caucus; she also worked to pass fair pay legislation,
the Reproductive Health Act, and other initiatives to protect

choice in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Conroy was appointed to the newly-created
post of Women's Caucus Whip on Speaker Emanuel "Chris" Welch's
leadership team in 2021, where she worked to bring attention
