The Illinois Uniform Conviction Information Act

is amended by adding Section 7.5 as follows:

Sec. 7.5. Sex Offender Registry notation. If criminal

history record information is requested under this Act, the

Illinois State Police shall determine whether the individual

named in the request is required to register under the Sex

Offender Registration Act and shall make a notation on the

criminal history record information whether the individual is

required to register as a sex offender.
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
