Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois, represented

Article 1

Section 5. The sum of $598,138,100, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the General Revenue Fund
to the Illinois State Board of Education for Early Childhood

Education.

Article 2

Section 5. The sum of $7,720,300, or so much thereof as may
be necessary, is appropriated from the General Revenue Fund to
the Department of Human Services for grants and administrative

costs associated with the Parents Too Soon program.

Section 10. The sum of $10,890,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, 1is appropriated from the General Revenue Fund
to the Department of Human Services for grants and
administrative costs associated with the Healthy Families

Illinois program.

Section 15. The sum of $19,622,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, i1s appropriated from the General Revenue Fund
to the Department of Human Services for grants and
administrative costs associated with Teen Responsibility,

Section 20. The sum of $3,030,499,000, or so much thereof
