Club and of the First Presbyterian Church, East Moline, where

he served as Trustee and Deacon; he volunteered for Genesis

Hospital Silvis, the Bix Festival, and the Festival of Trees

and tutored at Ridgewood School; and

WHEREAS, Bob Dravis was an avid woodcarver and founded the

Mississippi Valley Woodcarvers Club in 1970; he created

woodcarvings for his church and for the Christmas Season; in

the summer of 2012, he became involved with making palm
