she was the superintendent of the Heart of Illinois Fair

Horticulture for several years; and

WHEREAS, Carol Glynn and her family enjoyed a family

camping vacation every year; she and her husband enjoyed many

traveling adventures, including hiking and camping in a pup

tent throughout Europe, educational tours, cruises, trips to

Asia, and an African safari; she enjoyed painting, flower

arrangement, home decorating, and sewing beautiful outfits for

herself and her children; and

WHEREAS, Carol Glynn was preceded in death by her son,

Michael Will Glynn; her parents; and her sister, Mary

(Johnson) Morehead; and
