WHEREAS, Rich Buchanan served as chairman of the McLean
County Regional Planning Commission; he was elected to the
Bloomington City Council and served for two terms; he then
served for two terms as mayor from 1977 to 1985; he was known
for his passion for community service and was regarded as a
listener, a facilitator, and someone who made a difference;
his final electoral position was as a member on the McLean

County Board until 2017; and
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WHEREAS, Alongside his wife Judy, Rich Buchanan was a
recipient of the 2019 History Makers award hosted by the

McLean County History Museum; and

WHEREAS, Rich Buchanan was committed to his faith; he
enjoyed supporting all things connected to Bloomington-Normal;
he loved performing barbershop with Bloomington's Sound of
Illinois Chorus; he followed Redbird basketball and was a
longtime supporter of local women's softball; he was a loyal

fan to the Chicago Cubs for 73 years; and

room and for always being upbeat, positive, and honest; he was
very proud of his wife and his children; he was affectionately
called "Papau" by his granddaughters; he will be remembered as
