Memorial Award for outstanding research completed in Aurora

public schools in 1964; after working in the public school

system in Aurora, he joined the faculty at Augustana College

as Dean of Students; later in his career, he became the

Personnel Director/Director of Business Affairs at Augustana

College; he retired after 32 years of service in 1996; and

WHEREAS, Jim Ribbeck served in various leadership

positions, including with the Easter Seals Foundation

(Children's Therapy Center), the Northern Illinois Synod of

the ELCA, and Trinity Lutheran Church; he was deeply committed

to his faith and devoted to his church family, and he was
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particularly passionate about Global Mission; he enjoyed

fishing, photography, singing, traveling, and attending

Augustana College football and basketball games; and

WHEREAS, Jim Ribbeck was preceded in death by his parents;

his brother and sister-in-law; his infant twin sister; and his
