his love of horses to his children and grandchildren, properly
teaching them how to ride; he enjoyed trail riding and camping

WHEREAS, Roger Landon was known for approaching any task
or hobby with unmatched passion; he loved his family with his

whole heart and was very proud of his grandchildren; and
