Detroit; the grandson of gedolim Rav Ephraim Mordechai

Chatzkel Levenstein, mashgiach of the Mirrer Yeshiva and

Ponovezh; and

WHEREAS, Rav Levin assumed the role of rosh yeshiva after

the passing of his father in 2018; and

WHEREAS, Rav Levin was beloved by the talmidim of Telshe

Yeshiva Chicago, and he was a pillar of America's Orthodox

WHEREAS, Rav Levin was a Torah sage and leader who guided
American orthodoxy and steered the public policy of Agudath
