late 1980s; she was very proud that the business she founded
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has been passed to several owners and remains open to present

WHEREAS, Peggy Knosher was dedicated to her family and

friends throughout her life; her greatest joy came from the

accomplishments of those she loved, and she was a strong

source of support and encouragement for each of them
