Amends the Department of Public Health Power and Duties Law of the
Civil Administrative Code of Illinois. Provides that, subject to
appropriation, the Department of Public Health shall create a 3-year pilot
program for Advocate Illinois Masonic Medical Center to provide a mobile
clinic for prenatal and postnatal health care. Provides that Advocate
Illinois Masonic Medical Center shall be reimbursed for its participation
in the pilot program at an annual rate of no less than $700,000 for fiscal
years 2025, 2026, and 2027. Effective immediately.

The Department of Public Health Powers and

Duties Law of the Civil Administrative Code of Illinois is

amended by adding Section 2310-730 as follows:

Sec. 2310-730. Mobile prenatal and postnatal health clinic

pilot program. Subject to appropriation, the Department shall

create a 3-year pilot program for Advocate Illinois Masonic

Medical Center to provide a mobile clinic for prenatal and

postnatal health care. Advocate Illinois Masonic Medical

Center shall be reimbursed for its participation in the pilot

program at an annual rate of no less than $700,000 for fiscal

years 2025, 2026, and 2027.
