SYNOPSIS AS INTRODUCED:

50 ILCS 707/20

Amends the Law Enforcement Camera Grant Act. In provisions relating
to the annual report that is required for each law enforcement agency
receiving a grant for officer-work body cameras, removes requirements that
the report must include specified information relating to each recording
used in prosecutions of conservation, criminal, or traffic offenses or
municipal ordinance violations and specified information related to
recordings used in a civil proceeding or internal affairs investigation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The Law Enforcement Camera Grant Act is amended

by changing Section 20 as follows:

(50 ILCS 707/20)

Sec. 20. Rules; officer body-worn camera grants.

(a) The Board shall develop model rules for the use of
officer body-worn cameras to be adopted by law enforcement
agencies that receive grants under Section 10 of this Act. The
rules shall comply with the Law Enforcement Officer-Worn Body
Camera Act.

(b) Each law enforcement agency receiving a grant for
officer-worn body cameras under Section 10 of this Act must
provide an annual report to the Board, the Governor, and the
General Assembly on or before May 1 of the year following the
receipt of the grant and by each May 1 thereafter during the
period of the grant. The report shall include:

(1) a brief overview of the makeup of the agency,
including the number of officers utilizing officer-worn
body cameras;

(2) the number of officer-worn body cameras utilized

by the law enforcement agency;
