SYNOPSIS AS INTRODUCED:

Makes various appropriations from the General Revenue Fund
to the Department of Human Services, the Department of Early
Childhood, and the Illinois State Board of Education for early
childhood and related purposes. Effective July 1, 2024.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of lllinois, represented

in the General Assembly:

Section 5. The sum of $13,172,900, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, 1s appropriated from the General Revenue Fund

to the Department of Early Childhood for operational expenses.

Section 10. The sum of $748,138,100, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, i1s appropriated from the General Revenue Fund
to the Illinois State Board of Education for Early Childhood

Education.

Section 15. The following named amounts, or so much thereof
as may be necessary, respectively, for the objects hereinafter
named, are appropriated to the Department of Human Services for
early childhood and related distributive purposes, including
such federal funds as are made available by the federal
government for the following purposes:
