After School Matters; and

WHEREAS, Michael Scott was initially elected as
alderperson of the 24th Ward in 2015; he was reelected by his

constituents for an additional term in 2019; and

WHEREAS, During his tenure in office, Michael Scott
diligently worked to <create an economic engine for the
community, to dedicate more than 300 million dollars to
capital and human infrastructure, to beautify the 24th Ward,
to improve the relationship between the Chicago Department of
Police and the community, and to develop job training for

residents; and

WHEREAS, Michael Scott served with distinction on many
Chicago City Council committees, including most recently as
chairman of the Committee on Education and Child Development
and as a member of the Committee on the Budget and Government
Operations, the Committee on Committees and Rules, the
Committee on Contracting Oversight and Equity, the Committee
on Economic, Capital and Technology Development, the Committee
on Ethics and Government Oversight, the Committee on Finance,
the Committee on License and Consumer Protection, the
Committee on Public Safety, and the Committee on

Transportation and Public Way; and

Lawndale neighborhood with his wife, Natashee, and his three
