Emergency Medical Services (EMS) and fire equipment, tools,

and training; and
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WHEREAS, Today, under the leadership of Fire Chief Dr.
Brenda K. Farlow, the LFPD consists of a highly skilled crew of
nine career firefighters cross-trained as paramedics and three
lieutenants, two quint fire trucks, and two ambulances that
can be reached immediately 24 hours a day, seven days a week by

calling 911; therefore, be it
