family moved back to the Pilsen area; he received a Bachelor of

Science in Business Administration from the University of

Illinois Chicago; and

WHEREAS, Officer Huesca was a member of the Chicago Police

Department for six years, being assigned to the Calumet

District Priority Response Team; during his tenure, he was

noted for his bravery, making it his mission in life to connect

with the community he served; and

WHEREAS, Officer Huesca was known not only as a kind and

generous public servant but also as a humble, loving, and

lionhearted man who was committed to his family; and

WHEREAS, Officer Huesca was the son of Edith and Emiliano
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Huesca; the brother of Emiliano Huesca Jr. and Liliana (James)

O'Brien; the uncle of Owen, Olivia, and Isabella O'Brien; and

the best friend of Officer Christian Calderon; and

WHEREAS, Officer Huesca made the ultimate sacrifice for

the community he swore to protect, and he shall be remembered

as a true hero to the people of Chicago and to his family;
