McNeely also served as a member of the
Illinois Democrat State Central Committee Women; in 2022, she
was a candidate for Illinois' District 17 in the U.S. House of

Representatives; and

WHEREAS, Ald. McNeely was a member of Macedonia Baptist

Church; and

WHEREAS, Ald. McNeely was a woman of strength, courage,
and 1insight who remained dedicated to her family and her
community; she will be remembered for her authenticity and

candor; and

her brother, Leon McNeely; and
