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cabin in the Adirondack Mountains, and assembling a long

flight of stairs over sand dunes near Lake Michigan; and

WHEREAS, Lisle Hubbard will be remembered for his

energetic, adventurous, generous, and loving personality; and

WHEREAS, Lisle Hubbard is survived by his wife; his sons,
Kevin (Susan) Hubbard and Brad (Ann) Hubbard; and his
grandchildren, Timothy, Elizabeth, Benjamin, Lily, and Noah;
