Petersburg; she was a member of the Mason County Lady

Landowners and the Order of the Eastern Star, where she earned

the rank of worthy matron; and
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WHEREAS, Bobbie Johnson was included in the Who's Who of

American Women book; and

to help others; and

WHEREAS, Bobbie Johnson was preceded in death by her
