issues affecting seniors, including medical services and

housing; for the last 25 years of her career, she worked as a

senior advocate and special events coordinator for the
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Illinois Department on Aging, and she was especially known for

her role in coordinating activities at the Illinois State Fair

Senior Center; she retired in 2016; and

WHEREAS, Cathy Houghtby always brought energy and

enthusiasm to her work and to everyone she touched; she will be

remembered for her kind, caring, generous, and fun-loving

spirt; and
