(2) by any person who filed a declaration of intent to be a
wite-in candidate for that office, or (3) by any person who
voted in that election, provided that such person's chall enge
is supported by a verified petition signed by persons who
voted in the election in a nunber no less than the | argest
nunber of signatures required to nom nate a person to be a
candi date of any political party which nomnated a candi date
for the office being contested.

Any person, including a candidate, qualified pursuant to
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this Section and desiring to contest the results of an
el ection for such an office shall, within 15 days of the date
of the official proclamation of results of such el ection,
file a Petition of State Election Contest with the «clerk of
the Supreme Court together with a filing fee in the anount of
$10, 000.

23-1.12a shall nonetheless continue to govern contests of

general admnistrative and supervisory powers, assign to a
circuit court those adjudicatory powers and duties wth
respect to such a contest as may not be exercised or
performed by the Suprene Court, subject to appropriate
judicial review.
