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AN ACT in relation to trusts.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Trusts and Trustees Act is anmended by

addi ng Section 15.2 as foll ows:

(760 ILCS 5/15.2 new)

Sec. 15.2. Trusts for donestic or pet aninals.

(a) Atrust for the care of one or npre designated

donestic or pet aninals is valid. The trust term nates when

no living animal is covered by the trust. A governing

instrunent shall be liberally construed to bring the transfer

within this Section, to presune against a nerely precatory or

honorary nature of its disposition, and to carry out the

general intent of the transferor. Extrinsic evidence is

adm ssible in determining the transferor's intent.

(b) A trust for the <care of one or npre designated

donestic or pet aninals is subject to t he fol |l owi ng

provi si ons:

(1) Except as expressly provided otherwise in the

instrunent <creating the trust, no portion of t he

principal or incone of the trust nay be converted to the

use of the trustee or to a use other than for the trust's

pur poses or for the benefit of a covered ani nal.

(2) Upon termnation, the trustee shall transfer

t he unexpended trust property in the foll owi ng order:

(A) as directed in the trust instrument;

(B) if there is no such direction in the trust

instrunent and if the trust was created in a

non-residuary clause in the transferor's will, then

under the residuary clause in the transferor's wll;

or
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(C© if no taker is produced by the application

of subparagraph (A) or (B), then to the transferor's

heirs, deternm ned according to Section 2-1 of the

Probate Act of 1975.

(3) The intended use of the principal or incone nay

be enforced by an individual designated for that purpose

in the trust instrument or, if none, by an individual

appointed by a court having jurisdiction of the matter

and parties, upon petition to it by an individual.

(4) Except as ordered by the court or required by

the trust instrunent, no filing, report, reqgistration,

periodic accounting, separate maintenance of f unds,

appoi nt nent, or fee is required by reason of the

exi stence of the fiduciary relationship of the trustee.

(5) The court may reduce the anpunt of the property

transferred i f it det er m nes t hat t he anount

substantially exceeds the anpbunt required for the

i ntended use. The anmpbunt of the reduction, if any, passes

as unexpended trust property under paragraph (2).

(6) If atrustee is not designated or no desi gnated

trustee is willing and able to serve, the court shal

nane a trustee. The court may order the transfer of the

property to another trustee if the transfer is necessary

to ensure that the intended use is carried out, and if a

successor trustee is not designated in t he trust

instrunent or if no designated successor trustee agrees

to serve and is able to serve. The court may also neke

other orders and deterninations as are advisable to carry

out the intent of the transferor and the purpose of this

Secti on.

(7) The trust is exenpt fromthe operation of the

commpn | aw rul e agai nst perpetuities.
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
