To establish
and keep in operation in each year during a school term of at
least the mninmum length required by Section 10-19, a
sufficient nunber of free schools for the accommpdati on of
all persons in the district who are 5 years of age or ol der
but under 21 years of age, and to secure for all such persons
the right and opportunity to an equal education in such
school s; provided that children who will attain the age of 5
years on or before Septenber 1 of the year of the 1990-1991

school term and each school termthrough the 2003-2004 school

term and Decenber 10 of the year of the 2004-2005 school term

and each school termthereafter may attend school upon the
comencenent of such term Based upon an assessnent of a
child s readiness to attend school, a school district my
permt a child to attend school prior to the dates contai ned
inthis Section. In any school district operating on a ful

year school basis children who will attain age 5 within 30
days after the comencenent of a termmay attend school upon
the comencenent of such term The school district may, by
resolution of its board, allow for a full year school plan.
