Section 5. The Crimnal Code of 1961 is anmended by

Sec. 16G 15. Financial identity theft.

(a) A person conmts the offense of financial identity
theft when he or she know ngly uses any personal identifying
information or personal identification docunent of another
person to fraudulently obtain credit, noney, goods, services,
or other property.

(b) Know edge shall be determ ned by an eval uation of
all circunstances surrounding the use of the other person's
identifying informati on or docunent.

(c) When a charge of financial identity theft of credit,
noney, goods, services, or other property exceeding a
specified value is brought the value of the <credit, noney,
goods, services, or other property is an elenent of the
offense to be resolved by the trier of fact as either
exceedi ng or not exceeding the specified val ue.

(d) Sentence.

(1) Financial identity theft of credit, noney,
goods, services, or other property not exceeding $2,000

value is a Cass 1 felony.
