Sec. 39-1. Crimnal Usury.

(a) A Aay person commts crimnal usury when, in
exchange for either a Jloan of noney or other property or
forbearance fromthe collection of such a |oan, he or_ she
knowi ngly contracts for or receives from an individual,
directly or indirectly, i nterest, di scount or ot her
consideration at a rate greater than 20% per annum eit her
before or after the maturity of the | oan.

(b) \When a person has in his personal or constructive
possessi on records, nenoranda, or other documentary record of
usurious loans it shall be prim facie evidence that he has

vi ol at ed Subsection 39-1(a) hereof.
