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AN ACT concerni ng educati on.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing
Sections 30-9, 30-10, 30-11, and 30-12 as foll ows:

(105 ILCS 5/30-9) (from Ch. 122, par. 30-9)
Sec. 30-9. Ceneral Assenbly scholarship; conditions of
adm ssion; award by conpetitive exam nation.

(a) The provisions of this subsection (a) are subject to

subsection (b). Each nenber of the GCeneral Assenbly may

nom nate annually 2 persons of school age and otherw se
eligible, fromhis district; one shall receive a certificate
of scholarship in the University of Illinois and the other
shall receive a certificate of scholarship in any other State
supported university designated by the nenber. Any nenber of
the General Assenbly in making nom nations under this Section
may desi gnat e that his nomnee be granted a 4 year
schol arship or may i nstead designate 2 or 4 nom nees for that
particul ar schol arship, each to receive a 2 year or a one
year schol arship, respectively. The nom nee, if a graduate of
a school accredited by the University to which nom nated,
shall be admtted to the university on the sanme conditions as
to educational qualifications as are other graduates of
accredited schools. If the nomnee is not a graduate of a
school accredited by the university to which nom nated, he
must , before bei ng entitled to the benefits of the
schol arshi p, pass an exam nation given by the superintendent
of schools of the county where he resides at the tine stated
in Section 30-7 for the conpetitive exam nati on. The
president of each wuniversity shall prescribe the rules

governing the exam nation for scholarship to his university.

A nmenber of the General Assenbly my award the
schol arshi p by conpetitive exam nation conducted under |ike
rules as prescribed in Section 30-7 even though one or nore
of the applicants are graduates of schools accredited by the
uni versity.

A nenber of the GCeneral Assenbly may del egate to the
I[Ilinois Student Assistance Commssion the authority to
nom nat e persons for Ceneral Assenbly schol arshi ps which that
menber woul d otherwi se be entitled to award, or may direct
the Commission to evaluate and nmake recommendations to the
menber concerni ng candi dates for such scholarships. In the
event a nmenber delegates his nomnating authority or directs
the Commission to eval uate and make reconmendat i ons
concerning candidates for General Assenbly schol arships, the
menber shall informthe Comm ssion in witing of the criteria
whi ch he wi shes the Comm ssion to apply in nomnating or
recommendi ng candi dates. Those criteria may include sone or
all of the criteria provided in Section 25 of the Higher
Education Student Assistance Act. A delegation of authority
under this paragraph may be revoked at any tinme by the
menber.

Failure of a nenber of the General Assenbly to nake a
nom nation in any year shall not cause that scholarship to
| apse, but the nenber may nmake a nomnation for such

scholarship at any tinme thereafter through June 1, 2003;

of other scholarships provided herein. Any such schol arship

for which a menber has nmade no nomination on or before June

(b) After June 1, 2003 no person nmay be nonminated to

recei ve any one-vyear, 2-year, 4-vyear, or other scholarship or

certificate of scholarship wunder this Section, nor nmay any
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such schol arshi p be awarded under this Section after June 1

2003 unless the person was nom nated prior to that date to

recei ve that schol arship.

Filing nomnations; failure to accept or
pass; second nom nati on.

Nomi nations that are made; under Section 30-9 on or

before June 1, 2003 and that show --shewng the nane and

address of the nomnee, and the termof the schol arship,
whet her 4 years, 2 years or one year, nust be filed with the
State Superintendent of Education if the scholarshipis in a
university other than the University of Illinois, or with the
presi dent of the University of Illinois if the scholarship is
in such university, not later than the opening day of the
senmester or term with which the scholarship is to becone
effective. The State Superintendent of Education shal

forthwith notify the president of the university other than
the University of Illinois of such nomnation. No wvalid

nom nation to any schol arship may be nmade under Section 30-9

after June 1, 2003.

| f the nomnee fails to accept the nom nation or, not
being a graduate of a school accredited by the university,
fails to pass the exam nation for adm ssion, the president of
the university shall at once notify the State Superintendent
of Education if the university is other than the University
of Illinois. Upon receiving such notification, the State
Superintendent of Education shall notify the nom nating

menber, who may, on or before, but not after June 1, 2003,

name anot her person for the scholarship. In the case of a
scholarship in the University of Illinois, such notification
shal |l be given by the president thereof to the nom nating

menber. The second nom nation nust be received by the State
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Superintendent of Education or president of the University of
II'linois, as the case may be, not later than the mddle of
the senmester or termwth which the scholarship was to have
becone effective under the original nomnation in order to
becone effective as of the opening date of such senester or
termotherwise it shall not become effective until the
beginning of the next senester or termfollow ng the making

of the second nom nation; provided that the second noni nati on

must be nade, if at all, on or before June 1, 2003 or the

schol arship shall be deened to have | apsed by operation of

law. Upon receiving such notification of a second nom nation

on_ or before June 1, 2003, the State Superintendent of

Education shall notify the president of the wuniversity of
such second nom nation. | f any person nom nated after the
effective date of this anendatory Act of 1973 to receive a
Ceneral Assenbly scholarship changes his residence to a
| ocation outside of the district fromwhich he was nom nat ed,
his nom nating menber may term nate that scholarship at the
conclusion of the college year in which he is then enrolled,

but after June 1, 2003 no person nay be nonminated to receive

or otherwise be awarded all or any part of the schol arship

that is unused or unexpired at the tine the scholarship is so

term nated. For purposes of this paragraph, a person changes
his residence if he registers to vote in a |ocation outside
of the district fromwhich he was nom nated, but does not
change his residence nerely by taking off-canpus housing or
[iving in a nonuniversity residence.

acconpani ed either by a release of the original nomnee or if
he is dead then an affidavit to that effect by sone conpetent
per son. The failure of a nomnee to register at the
university wthin 20 days after the opening of any senester
or termshall be deened a release by himof the nom nation

unl ess he has been granted a | eave of absence in accordance
with Section 30-14 or unless his absence is by reason of his
entry into the mlitary service of the United States. The
university, other than the University of Illinois, shal

i mredi ately upon the expiration of 20 days after the
begi nning of the senmester or termnotify the State Board of

Education as to the status of each schol arship, who shal
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forthwith notify the nomnating nenber of any nomnee's
failure to register or, if the nom nating nenber has ceased
to be a nenber of the General Assenbly, shall notify the
menber or nmenbers entitled to make the nomnation to fill the
vacancy. In the case of a scholarship in the University of
Il1linois, such notification of vacancy shall be made by the
president thereof to the nom nating nenber or his successor
as above provided. Al nomnations to wunused or unexpired

scholarships, if nade on or before June 1, 2003, shall be

effective as of the opening of the senester or term of the
university during which they are made if they are filed with
the university during the first half of the senester or term
otherwi se they shall not be effective until the opening of

the next followng senester or tern__ provided that no

nom nation to an unused or unexpired scholarship is valid if

made after June 1, 2003, and an unused or unexpired

schol arship shall be deened to have | apsed by operation of

law unless the nomnation to that unused or unexpired

schol arship is nmade on or before June 1, 2003.

Failure to begin or discontinuance of course
because of mlitary service.

Any nom nee, under Sections 30-9, 30-10, or 30-11, who
fails to begin or discontinues his course of instruction
because of his entry into the mlitary service of the United
States, leaving all or a portion of the schol arship unused,
may, upon conpletion of such service, use the scholarship or
the wunused portion thereof, regardl ess of whether or not the
menber of the CGeneral Assenbly who nomnated him is then a
menber; provided that during the nomnee's period of mlitary
service no other person may be nom nated by such nenber to

all or any portion of such unused or unfinished scholarship
