Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Adoption Act is anended by changing

Section 13.1 as foll ows:

(750 I'LCS 50/13.1)

Sec. 13.1. Order for standby adoption.

(a) If it 1is proved to the satisfaction of the court,
after any sweh investigation that as the court deens
necessary, that the child' s parent consents to or fails to
object to the standby adoption and adoption by the petitioner
will be for the welfare of the child, the court may enter an
or der for st andby adopt i on. However, the consenting
termnally ill parent's parental rights nmay not be term nated
until consent becones effective.

(b) The order for standby adoption shall be final as to
all findings and shall be followed in the judgnent of
adoption unless the court finds by clear and convincing
evidence that it 1is no longer in the best interest of the
child for the adoption to be finalized.

(c) Once the standby adoptive parent receives know edge
of the death of the termnally ill parent, or the termnally
ill parent requests that a final judgnment for adoption be
entered, the standby adoptive parent shall have 60 days to
apply for a judgnent for adoption.
