The Departnent is authorized to 1issue a
"Public Hunting Grounds for Waterfow " daily usage stanp at a
fee not to exceed $10 for duck hunting areas, and not to
exceed $15 for Canada goose hunting areas; and a "Public
Hunting Gounds for Pheasants” daily usage stanp not to

exceed $20 in 2004 t hrough 2006 and not to exceed $25 in 2007

and thereafter $15, and such stanp to expire at the end of

the day of issue. Each person shall obtain such a stanp from
the Departnent to be attached to the permt eard assigned to
a person under the provisions of the rules and regulations
made by the Departnent for the operation of State Public
Hunting G ounds.

The Departnent is authorized to permt hunters to harvest
both mal e and fenmal e hand reared pheasants rel eased on such
publ i c hunting grounds.

The Departnent shall cause an admnistrative rule,
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setting forth the rules and regul ations for the operation of

Public

Hunting Areas on |ands and waters owned or

this State.
