The Liquor Control Act of 1934 is anended by

changi ng Sections 5-2 and 6-15 as foll ows:

Sec. 5-2. Al licenses, except a non-beverage user's, a
special wuse permt, and a special event retailer's |license,

i ssued by the State Conm ssion, shall be valid fromthe date

of issuance through the |ast day of the eleventh nonth that

begins after the nmonth in which the license is issued for-not

t o- exeeed- one-year - after -t ssuanee unl ess sooner revoked or
suspended as provided in this Act previded. A non-beverage
user's license shall expire only when the quantity of
al coholic liquor which may be purchased wunder it has been
exhausted. A special use permt |icense and a special event
retailer's license (not-for-profit) shall be issued for a

specific tinme period, not to exceed 15 days per |icensee per
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| ocation in any 12 nonth period. Licenses shall state thereon
the class to which they belong, the nanes of +the |icensees
and the addresses and description of the prem ses for which
they are granted, or in the case of caterer retailers,

auctions, railroads, airplanes and boats, a designation
t hereof by nunber or nane; and shall state the dates of their
i ssuance and expiration.

Sec. 6-15. No alcoholic Iliquors shall be sold or
delivered in any building belonging to or under the control
of the State or any political subdivision thereof except as
provided in this Act. The corporate authorities of any city,
village, incorporated town or township may provide by
ordi nance, however, that alcoholic liquor nmay be sold or
delivered in any specifically designated building belonging
to or under the control of the nunicipality or township, or
in any building located on land under the control of the
muni ci pality; provided that such township conplies with al
appl i cabl e | ocal ordinances in any incorporated area of the
township. Alcoholic liquors may be delivered to and sold at
any airport belonging to or wunder the control of a
muni cipality of nore than 25,000 inhabitants, or in any
buil ding or on any golf course owned by a park district
organi zed wunder the Park D strict Code, subject to the
approval of the governing board of the district, or in any
building or on any golf course owed by a forest preserve
district organized under the Downstate Forest Preserve
District Act, subject to the approval of the governing board
of the district, or on the grounds wwthin 500 feet of any
building owned by a forest preserve district organized under
t he Downstate Forest Preserve District Act during tines when

food is dispensed for consunption wthin 500 feet of the
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buil ding fromwhich the food is dispensed, subject to the
approval of the governing board of the district, or in a
bui |l ding owned by a Local Mass Transit District organized
under the Local WMass Transit District Act, subject to the
approval of the governing Board of the District, or 1in
Bi centennial Park, or on the prem ses of the City of Mendota

the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, subject to the
control of t he For est Preserve District Board of
Commi ssioners and applicable local law, provided that dram
shop liability insurance is provided at nmaxi num coverage
l[imts so as to hold the District harm ess fromall financial
| oss, damage, and harm or in any building located on |I|and
owned by the Chicago Park District if approved by the Park
District Comm ssioners, or on any |land used for a golf course
or for recreational purposes and owned by the Illinois
International Port District if approved by the District's

governing board, or at any airport, golf course, faculty
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center, or facility in which conference and convention type
activities take place belonging to or under control of any
State university or public comunity college district,
provided that with respect to a facility for conference and
convention type activities alcoholic Iiquors shall be limted
to the wuse of the convention or conference participants or
participants in cultural, political or educational activities
held in such facilities, and provided further that the
faculty or staff of the State wuniversity or a public
comunity college district, or nenbers of an organization of
students, alumi, faculty or staff of the State university or
a public comunity college district are active participants
in the conference or convention, or in Mnorial Stadiumon
the canpus of the University of Illinois at Urbana-Chanpaign
during ganmes in which the Chicago Bears professional footbal

team is playing in that stadiumduring the renovation of
Sol dier Field, not nore than one and a half hours before the
start of the ganme and not after the end of the third quarter
of the ganme, or by a catering establishnment which has rented
facilities from a board of trustees of a public comunity
college district, or, if approved by the District board, on
land owned by the Metropolitan Sanitary District of Geater
Chi cago and | eased to others for a termof at |east 20 years.
Nothing in this Section precludes the sale or delivery of
al coholic liquor in the formof original packaged goods in
prem ses |ocated at 500 S. Racine in Chicago belonging to the
University of Illinois and used primarily as a grocery store
by a commercial tenant during the term of a |ease that
predates the University's acquisition of the premses; but
the University shall have no power or authority to renew,
transfer, or extend the lease with terns allowi ng the sal e of
al coholic liquor; and the sale of alcoholic Iiquor shall be
subject to all Ilocal I|aws and regulations. After the

Nat ural Resources. Notw thstanding any other provision of
this Act, alcoholic liquor sold by a United States Arny Corps
of Engi neers or Depar t ment of Nat ur al Resour ces
concessionaire who was operating on June 1, 1991 for
on- prem ses consunption only is not subject to the provisions
of Articles IV and IX.

b. Sells or dispenses the alcoholic liquors in a
manner that does not inpair normal operations of State
offices located in the building;

muni cipality in which the building is located may not
prohibit that sale or delivery, notw thstandi ng any other
provision of this Section. The regulation of the sale and
delivery of alcoholic liquor in a building that is owned by
McLean County, situated on | and owned by the county, and used
by the McLean County Historical Society as provided in this
paragraph is an excl usive power and function of the State and
is a denial and limtation wunder Article VII, Section 6,
subsection (h) of the Illinois Constitution of the power of a
home rule municipality to regulate that sale and delivery.

Al coholic liquors may be sold or delivered in any

buil ding situated on land held in trust for any school
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district organized wunder Article 34 of the School Code, if
the building is not used for school purposes and if the sale
or delivery is approved by the board of education.

Al coholic Iliquors may be sold or delivered in buildings
owned by the Community Building Conplex Conmttee of Boone
County, Illinois if the person or facility selling or
di spensing the alcoholic I|iquor has provided dram shop
l[tability insurance wth coverage and in anounts that the
Comm ttee reasonably determ nes are necessary.

Al coholic liquors may be sold or delivered in the
buil ding | ocated at 1200 Centerville Avenue in Belleville,
II'linois and occupied by either the Belleville Area Speci al
Education District or the Belleville Area Special Services

Cooperati ve.

Alcoholic liqguors my be delivered to and sold at the
Loui s Joliet Renaissance Center, City Center Canpus, |ocated
at 214 N. Ot anwa Street, Joliet, and t he Food

Services/Culinary Arts Departnment facilities, M n Canpus,

| ocated at 1215 Houbolt Road, Joliet, owned by or under the

cont r ol of Joliet Junior College, Illinois Conmunity Coll eqge
