Sec. 6-14. Retail sales on Sundays. No person shall sel

at retail any alcoholic |liquor on Sundays unl ess authorized
by general ordinance or resolution of the city council,
presi dent and board of trustees, or county board, as the case
may be; provided, however that the city council, president
and board of trustees, or county board, as the case nmay be,
may further restrict the permssible hours for the sale of
al coholic liquors wunder such licenses in its politica
subdi vi sion as the public good and conveni ence may require.
