The Departnent of

Human Services shall contract with an entity experienced in

applied research to conpile a cross-disability database of

Illinois residents with a disability who are potential

beneficiaries of the "nost integrated setting" requirenent of

the Anericans with Disabilities Act as construed by the

United States Suprene Court in Jdnstead V. L.C. ex rel

Zinting, 119 S. C. 2176 (1999). Wthin 30 days after the

effective date of this anendatory Act of the 93rd General

Assenbly, the Secretary of Hunan Services shall appoint a

7- menber cross-disability advi sory comm ttee to neke

recommendations to the Departnent regarding the conpilation

of the database. The advisory committee nenmbers shal

receive no conpensation but may be rei nbursed for reasonabl e

expenses actually incurred in the performance of their

duti es.

Sec. 31b. | ndi vi dual s wai ti ng f or communi t y- based

servi ces. The Depar t ment shall <collect and nmmintain

information on the nunber of individuals wth devel opnental
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disabilities who have requested (either thensel ves or through

a parent or quardian) and are waiting for community-based

services that are funded through grants from the Departnent

to, and contracts wth the Departnent and, |ocal school

districts, individual service coordi nati on organi zati ons, and

communi ty- based organi zati ons or funded by the Departnent of

Public A d. The information shall i ncl ude, but is not

limted to, the foll ow ng:

(1) The number of those individuals waiting for

communi ty-based residential services such as Community

Integrated Living Arrangenments, supported apartnents,

supported living, internediate care facilities for the

devel opnentally disabled, and other comunity 1living

arrangenents.

(2) The number of those individuals waiting for

services fromday and vocati onal prograns such as day

activity pr ogr ans, adul t day care, devel opment al

training, sheltered workshops, supported enpl oynent, job

pl acenent, and other day prograns.

(3) The nunber of those individuals waiting for

fam |y support servi ces, respite care, per sona

assi stance services, case nanagement services, and other

services not included in paragraph (2).

(4) The ages of those individuals waiting for

servi ces under paragraphs (1), (2), and (3).

(5) The ages of the parents of those individuals

waiting for services under paragraphs (1), (2), and (3).

(6) The Representative Districts in which those

individuals waiting for services live.

The i nformati on shal | be updated annually. The

information collected shall be limted to informati on about

individuals who are eligible for services at the tine of

request or who will be eligible to receive services within 12

nmonths after the date services are requested.
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In collecting and maintaining information wunder this

Section, the Departnent shall give consideration to the

cost-effective appropriate care for individuals.

The Department shall, on request, make the information

avail abl e to ot her agenci es serving per sons with

devel opnental disabilities.
