AMENDMENT NO. . Anend House Bill 1237 on page 1, by

replacing lines 4 through 6 with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. The Boat Registration and Safety Act is
anended by changi ng Sections 2-2, 5-16, and 5-16a and adding

Section 5-16a.1 as foll ows:

(625 ILCS 45/2-2) (fromCh. 95 1/2, par. 312-2)

Sec. 2-2. Inspection; renoval; inpoundnent.

(a) Agents of the Departnent or other duly authorized
police officers may board and i nspect any boat at any tinme
for the purpose of determning if this Act is being conplied
Wt h. If the boarding officer or agent discovers any
violation of this Act, he may i ssue a sumons to the operator
of the boat requiring that the operator appear before the
circuit court for the county within which the offense was
comm tted.

(b) Every vessel subject to this Act, if under way and
upon being hailed by a designated | aw enforcenent officer,
must stop imediately and lay to.

(c) Agents of the Departnent and other duly authorized
police officers may enforce all federal |laws and regul ations

whi ch have been nmutual |y agreed upon by the federal and state
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governments and are applicable to the operation of watercraft
on navi gable waters and federal inpoundnents where concurrent
jurisdiction exi sts bet ween t he f eder al and state
gover nnents.

(d) Agents of the Departnent and other duly authorized
police officers may seize and inpound, at the owner's or
operator's expense, any watercraft involved in a boating
accident or a violation of Section 3A-21, 5-1, 5-2, or 5-16
of this Act.

(e) |If a watercraft is causing a traffic hazard because

of its position on a waterway or its physical appearance is

causing the inpeding of traffic, its imediate renoval from

the waterway by a towing service nay be authorized by a | aw

enforcenent agency having jurisdiction.

(f) \Wenever a peace officer reasonably believes that a

person under arrest for a violation of Section 5-1, 5-2 or

5-16 of this Act or sinlar provision of a local ordinance,

is likely, upon release, to conmt a subseqguent violation of

Section 5-1, 5-2 or 5-16 or a simlar provision of a |ocal

ordinance, the arresting officer shall have the watercraft

whi ch the person was operating at the tinme of the arrest

i mpounded for a period of not nore than 12 hours after the

tine of the arrest. The watercraft may be released by the

arresting | aw enforcenent agency w thout inpoundment, or nay

be rel eased prior to the end of the inpoundnent period,

however, if:

(1) the watercraft was not owned by the person under

arrest, and the |l awful owner requesting rel ease possesses

proof of ownership, and would not, as deternined by the

arresting | aw enforcenent agency: (i) indicate a |lack of

ability to operate a watercraft in a safe manner, or (ii)

otherwise, by operating the watercraft, be in violation

of this Act: or

(2) the watercraft is owned by the person under
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arrest, and the person under arrest gives pernission to

another person to operate the watercraft, and the other

person would not, as determned by the arresting | aw

enforcenent agency: (i) indicate a lack of ability to operate

a watercraft in a safe manner, or (ii) otherw se, by

operating the watercraft, be in violation of this Act.
