"(a) The Governor shall appoint an advisory committee
to assist in the developnent and inplenentation of a
Disabilities Services Inplenentation Plan that will ensure
conpliance by the State of Illinois with the Anericans wth
Disabilities Act and the decision in Onstead v. L.C., 119
S.C. 2176 (1999). The advisory commttee shall be known as
the Illinois Disabilities Services Advisory Conmttee and
shall be conposed of no nore than 33 nenbers, including
persons wth disabilities, persons who are at |east 60 years
of age, famly nenbers of persons W th disabilities,
advocates for individuals wth disabilities, advocates for
persons who are at |east 60 years of age, providers serving
persons wth disabilities, and providers serving persons who
are at | east 60 years of age.

One nenber fromeach of the followng entities shall Dbe
appointed to the advisory commttee: the Illinois Network of

Centers for Independent Living; the Statew de |ndependent
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Living Council; the Coalition of Citizens with Disabilities
inlllinois; the Arc of Illinois; the Illinois Assistive
Technology Project; the I1llinois Council on Devel opnental
Disabilities; United Cerebral Palsy of Illinois; the Famly
Support Network; People First of Illinois; Futures in
Rehabilitation Managenent ; t he I11inois Heal t h Care
Associ ation; National Alliance for the Mentally 1I11l; the

[1linois Behavioral Health Care Association; Equip for
Equality, Inc.; the Mental Health Association of Illinois;
AARP; the Illinois Coalition on Aging; the Illinois Counci
of Case Coordination Units; AFSCME Council 31; and Service
Enpl oyees International Union.

In addition, the following State officials shall serve on
the commttee as ex-officio non-voting nenbers: the Secretary
of Human Services or his or her designee; the State
Superintendent of Education or his or her designee; the
Director of Aging or his or her designee; the Executive
Director of the Illinois Housing Devel opment Authority or his
or her designee; the Director of Public Ald or his or her
designee; and the Director of Enployment Security or his or
her desi gnee.
