Sec. 108-1.5. Consent search of notor vehicl e.

(a) A peace officer may reqguest a consent to search a

nmotor vehicle or a person in a nmotor vehicle only if the

officer can articulate a reasonable suspicion that a search

woul d reveal evidence of a crine.

(b) Every consent search of a vehicle shall be based on

witten consent of the driver or other person authorized to

gi ve consent which precedes the search

(c) The scope of the consent search shall be limted to

the scope of the consent that is given by the driver or other

person authorized to give consent.

(d) The driver or other person authorized to qive

consent has the right to be present during a consent search

at a location consistent with the safety of both the peace

officer and the notor vehicle occupants. This right can be

waived only after the driver or other person authorized to

gi ve consent is advised of that right.

(e) The driver or other person authorized to qive

consent who has granted witten consent may orally w thdraw

that consent at any tine during the search without giving a

reason.

(f) A peace officer nust imediately stop a consent

search of a vehicle if and when consent is wi thdrawn (except

that a search may conti nue i f permtted on sone

non- consensual basi s).
