Sec. 15-101. Scope and effect of Chapter 15.

(a) It is wunlawful for any person to drive or nove on
upon or across or for the owner to cause or knowingly permt
to be driven or noved on, upon or across any hi ghway any
vehicle or vehicles of a size and weight exceeding the
l[imtations stated in this Chapter or otherwise in violation
of this Chapter, and the maxi mnum size and wei ght of vehicles

heretn specified in this Chapter shall be | awful throughout

this State, and | ocal authorities shall have no power or
authority to alter such |imtations except as express
authority may be granted in this Chapter.

(b) The provisions of this Chapter governing size,
wei ght and | oad do not apply to fire apparatus or equi pnent
for snow and ice renoval operations owned or operated by any
governnmental body, or to inplenents of husbandry, as defined
in Chapter 1 of this Code, tenporarily operated or towed in a
conbi nati on upon a hi ghway provided such conbi nati on does not
consist of nore than 3 vehicles or, in the case of hauling
fresh, perishable fruits or vegetables fromfarmto the point
of first processing, not nore than 3 wagons bei ng towed by an
i npl enent of husbandry, or to a vehicle operated under the
terms of a special permt issued hereunder.
