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AN ACT in relation to housing.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

II'linois Housing Initiative Act of 2003.

Section 5. Conprehensive housing plan.

(a) During the period fromthe effective date of this
Act through Decenber 31, 2008, the State of Illinois shal
operate wunder an annual conprehensive housing plan that
i ncl udes the devel opnent or rehabilitation of a range of
permanent housing in all regions of the State for the
fol | ow ng underserved popul ati ons:

(1) Famlies earning below 50% of area nedian
income, with particular enphasis on famlies earning
bel ow 30% of area nedi an i ncone.

(2) Lowincome seniors.

(3) Lowincone persons with any formof disability,

i ncl udi ng but not limted to physical disability,
devel opnental disability, nental illness, co-occurring
mental illness and substance abuse disorder, or H V/ Al DS.

(4) Honeless persons and persons determ ned to be
at risk of honel essness.

(5 Low and noderate-incone persons unable to
af ford housi ng near worKk.

(b) The annual conprehensive housing plan shall be
devel oped by a task force conposed of representatives of the
Li eutenant Governor's Ofice; the State Treasurer's Ofice;
the 1llinois Housing Developnment Authority; the Illinois
Devel opnent Finance Authority; the Department on Aging and
the departnments of Human Services, Commerce and Econom c

Qpportunity, Children and Fam |y Services, Public Health, and
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Public Aid; the 1Illinois Institute for Rural Affairs of
Western Illinois University; and the United States Departnent
of Agriculture. The Speaker of the House of Representatives,
the President of the Senate, and the mnority | eaders of the
House of Representatives and the Senate shall each appoint
one representative to the task force. The Governor shal

appoint 12 housing experts to the task force, with equal
representation fromurban and rural areas throughout the
State. The task force shall be chaired by a person designated
by the Governor. The task force's responsibilities shall be:

(1) To establish goals for the nunber, type, and
| ocation of housing units to be constructed and
rehabilitated each year for the underserved popul ations
identified in subsection (a) of this Section, based on
avai | abl e housi ng resources.

(2) To coordinate all State policies and funding
deci sions for housing construction and rehabilitation,
and supportive services where necessary, related to the
underserved popul ations identified in subsection (a),
based on the conprehensive housing pl an.

(3) To recommend State actions that pronote the
construction of affordable housing by private sector,
not-for-profit, and governnent entities.

(4) To report annually, to the Governor and the
Ceneral Assenbly, on progress made toward achieving the
projected goals of the conprehensive housing plan during
the previous 12 nonths and from the effective date of
this Act.

(c) In devel oping the annual conprehensive housi ng pl an,
the Governor, or a person designated by the Governor, shal
i nvol ve, to the extent possible, appropriate representatives
of t he f eder al gover nnent , | ocal gover nnment and
muni ci palities, public housing authorities, for-profit and

not-for-profit devel opers, supportive housing providers,
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busi ness, |abor, lenders, and fair housi ng agencies.

Section 10. Illinois Housing Initiative; purposes and
process.
(a) The Illinois Housing Initiative (hereafter "the

Initiative") is created for the period fromthe effective
date of this Act through Decenber 31, 2008. The purpose of
the Initiative shall be to coordinate and streanline the
al l ocation of avail abl e housing resources to nmake it possible
to prioritize the developnent of housing for underserved
popul ations in accordance wth the annual conprehensive
housi ng plan. The purpose of the Initiative shall also be to
further the goal set forth by the U S. Suprenme Court in the
case of A nstead v. L.C. ex rel. Zinring (119 S. C. 2176) by
provi ding housing for disabled persons in their owm hones or
i n community-based settings.

(b) At l|east once per year, or as often as appropriate,
the Governor or his or her designee shall issue a request for
proposal s or request for qualifications announcing the target
nunber, type, and |ocation of housing units to be constructed
and rehabilitated for the underserved popul ations identified
in subsection (a) of Section 5, based on avail abl e resources.
The request for proposals or request for qualifications shal
i nclude, but not be limted to:

(1) the funding for construction or rehabilitation
costs that may be avail able for each type of housing;

(2) the funding for operating cost subsidies that
may be avail able for each type of housing;

(3) the funding for supportive services that may be
avai l able, if appropriate, for each type of housing;

(4) the eligibility requirenents for applicants;

(5) the relevant program gui del i nes;

(6) the selection criteria and process; and

(7) the conditions that nust be nmet by applicants

(c) Recommendations for funding decisions in response to
the request for proposals or qualifications shall be nade by
a subcomm ttee of the task force specified in Section 5, or
as designated by the Governor. Final funding decisions shal

be made i n accordance with | aw.

Section 15. |Illinois Housing Initiative; awards for
housi ng construction and rehabilitation.

(a) For each year of the Initiative, the Governor shal
identify in the State budget the total pool of noneys
avail abl e through the Initiative for housing construction,
housi ng rehabilitation, and supportive services where
necessary. The funding pool may include, but is not Ilimted
to, a portion of the followng federal and State nobneys as
are available to the State and are not otherwi se conmtted as
of the effective date of this Act:

(1) State Affordable Housing Trust Fund;

(2) Federal HOVE Program

(3) Federal Community Devel opnent Bl ock G ant;

(4) Housing Choi ce Vouchers;

(5) Low incone housing tax credits;

(6) Donation tax credits;

(7) Tax-exenpt bond vol une caps;

(8) State general revenue funds;

(9) Rental assistance prograns available through
specific prograns for persons with special needs, wards
of the State under the supervision of the Departnment of
Children and Fam |y Services, or other persons;

(10) Federal or other noneys that nmay becone
avai |l abl e; and

(11) Private grants, |loans, and guarantees from
| ocal banks, foundations and businesses, if avail able and

clearly allocated for this purpose.
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(b) To the extent possible, the State shall encourage
muni ci palities and public housing authorities desiring to
construct or rehabilitate housing in their own conmunities
for the underserved popul ations identified in subsection (a)
of Section 5 to participate in the Initiative by adding to
t he fundi ng pool sone portion of their own allocation of

federal, State, or |ocal noneys.

Section 20. |Illinois Housing Initiative; awards for
supportive services.

(a) For each year of the Initiative, the Governor shal
identify in the State budget the total pool of noneys for
supportive services to be awarded for housing for the
underserved populations identified in subsection (a) of
Section 5 who need and request sone level of supportive
services in addition to housing. To serve these popul ati ons,
the request for proposals or request for qualifications shal
require applicants selected to participate to develop a
supportive services plan for persons served.

(b) The f undi ng pool for supportive services may
include, but is not [imted to, a portion of the followng
State or federal noneys available to the State:

(1) State noneys matched by the federal governnent
through the Medicaid program for eligible seniors or
ot her persons by expandi ng the Supportive Living Program
and converting vacant long-termnursing facility beds.

(2) State noneys matched by the federal governnent
through the Medicaid programfor eligible persons with
disabilities who desire to and are able to reside in
supportive or supervised community residences or other
accessi bl e housing or to |live independently.

(3) State noneys matched by the federal governnent
through the Medicaid programfor eligible persons with

mental illness or persons wth co-occurring ment al
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illness and substance abuse disorder who desire to and
are able to reside in supportive or supervised community
residences or in supportive housing or other housing
prograns, or to live independently, by converting
long-term nursing facility beds in Institutions with
Mental Di seases (IMDs) that are not currently eligible
for Medicaid funding.

(4) State noneys matched by the federal governnent
through the Medicaid program State general revenue
nmoneys, or other noneys for structural nodifications and
assi stive t echnol ogy devi ces for persons wth
disabilities who desire to and are able to reside in
their own hones.

(5) State noneys matched by the federal governnent
through the Medicaid program State general revenue
nmoneys, or other noneys for grants for operating cost
subsidies or social services that are available to the
State and are offered in conjunction wth housi ng

progr ans.

Section 90. The Illinois Housing Devel opnent Act is
anended by changing Section 7 and adding Section 7.30 as

foll ows:

Sec. 7. 30. Fi nanci al assi stance for new teachers. The

Authority nay develop and inplenent a program of financial

assi stance for new teachers purchasing a first hone. The

program shall consist of financial assistance to recently
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hired teachers to obtain 30-yvear nortgages, at interest rates

no greater than those for nortgages under the Authority's

other prograns for first-tine hone buyers, for the purchase

of primary residences for the first tine. Assi st ance shal

be available only to teachers enpl oyed by school districts

defined by the State Board of Education as financially needy

or experiencing a shortage of teachers. The program shall be

limted to persons enployed at the tine of application as

el enentary or secondary public school teachers who have been

enployed in any teaching positions cunulatively for no nore

than 2 vears at the tine of application and who commit to

continue teaching in the public schools of the school

district for at least 3 yvears after their closing date. An

eligible residence nust be located in Illinois and nust be

the applicant's first purchase of a prinmary residence in any

| ocati on.
