The Secretary nay

issue shields or other distinctive identification to his or

her security guards, wherever located in the State, if the

Secretary det er m nes t hat a shi el d or di stinctive

identification is needed by the security guard to carry out

his or her responsibilities.

Section 5. The Departnment of Agriculture Law of the
Cvil Admnistrative Code of Illinois is anmended by changi ng

Section 205-435 as foll ows:

Sec. 205-435. Badges. The Director nust authorize to
each Inspector of the Departnent and to any ot her enpl oyee of
the Departnment exercising the powers of a peace officer a
di stinct badge that, on its face, (i) clearly states that the
badge is authorized by the Departnment and (ii) contains a
uni que i dentifying nunber . No other badge shall be

authorized by the Departnment. Nothing in this Section

prohi bits t he Director from issuing shields or other

distinctive identification to enployees perfornmng security

or reqgulatory duties who are not peace officers if the

Di rector det er m nes t hat a shi el d or di stinctive

identification is needed by the enployee to carry out his or

her responsibilities.

The Director nust authorize to each
Conservation Police Oficer and to any ot her enpl oyee of the
Departnent exercising the powers of a peace officer a
di stinct badge that, on its face, (i) clearly states that the
badge is authorized by the Departnent and (ii) contains a
uni que identifying nunber. No ot her badge shall be authorized

by the Departnent. Nothing in this Section prohibits the

Di rector from i Ssui ng shi el ds or other distinctive

identification to enpl oyees not exercising the powers of a

peace officer if the Director deternmines that a shield or

distinctive identification is needed by the enployee to carry

out his or her responsibilities.

Nothing in this

Section prohibits the Secretary fromissuing shields or other

distinctive identification to enployees not exercising the

powers of a peace officer if the Secretary deternmnes that a

shi el d or distinctive identification is needed by the
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enpl oyee to carry out his or her responsibilities.

Section 20. The Peace Oficer Fire Investigation Act 1is

anended by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

(20 ILCS 2910/1) (from Ch. 127 1/2, par. 501)

Sec. 1. Peace Oficer Status.

(a) Any person who is a sworn nenber of any organi zed
and paid fire departnent of a political subdivision of this
State and is authorized to investigate fires or expl osions
for such political subdivision, or who is enployed by the
Ofice of the State Fire Mirshal to determ ne the cause,
origin and circunstances of such fires or explosions that are
suspected to be arson or arson-related crinmes, my be
classified as a peace officer by the political subdivision or
agency enpl oyi ng such person. A person so classified shal
possess the same powers of arrest, search and seizure and the
securing and service of warrants as sheriffs of counties, and
police officers wthin the jurisdiction of their political
subdi vision. While in the actual investigation and matters
incident thereto, such person nay carry weapons as nay be
necessary, but only if that person has satisfactorily
conpleted (1) a training program offered or approved by the
Illinois Law Enforcenent Training Standards Board which
substantially confornms to standards pronul gated pursuant to
the 1llinois Police Training Act and "An Act in relation to
firearms training for peace officers", approved August 29,
1975, as anended; or in the case of enployees of the Ofice
of the State Fire Marshal, a training course approved by the
Department of State Police which also substantially conforns
to standards promul gated pursuant to "An Act in relation to
firearms training for peace officers", approved August 29,

1975, as anended; and (2) a course in fire and arson
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investigation approved by the Ofice of the State Fire
Marshal pursuant to the 1llinois Fire Protection Training
Act . Such training need not include exposure to vehicle and
traffic law, traffic control and accident investigation, or
first aid, but shall include training in the lawrelating to
the rights of persons suspected of involvenent in crimnal
activities.

Any person granted the powers enunerated in this Section
may exercise such powers only during the actual investigation
of the cause, origin and circunstances of such fires or
explosions that are suspected to be arson or arson-rel ated
crinmes.

(b) The State Fire Mrshal nust authorize to each
enpl oyee of the Ofice of the State Fire Mirshal who 1is
exercising the powers of a peace officer a distinct badge
that, on its face, (i) clearly states that the badge is
authorized by the Ofice of the State Fire Marshal and (ii)
contains a unique identifying nunber. No other badge shal
be authorized by the Ofice of the State Fire Marshal, except
that a badge, different from the badge issued to peace
officers, may be authorized by the Ofice of the State Fire
Marshal for the use of fire prevention inspectors enpl oyed by

that O fice. Nothing in this subsection prohibits the State

Fire WNarshal from issuing shields or other distinctive

identification to enpl oyees not exercising the powers of a

peace officer if the State Fire Marshal determnes that a

shield or distinctive identification is needed by t he

enpl oyee to carry out his or her responsibilities.

Section 25. The University of Illinois Act is anmended by

changing Section 7 as foll ows:

(110 I'LCS 305/7) (from Ch. 144, par. 28)
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Sec. 7. Powers of trustees.

(a) The trustees shall have power to provide for the
requi site buil dings, apparatus, and conveniences; to fix the
rates for tuition; to appoi nt such professors and
instructors, and to establish and provide for the managenent
of such nodel farms, nodel art, and other departnents and
prof essorships, as may be required to teach, in the nost
t horough manner, such branches of learning as are related to
agriculture and the nechanic arts, and mlitary tactics,
wi t hout excluding other scientific and classical studies. The
trustees shall, wupon the witten request of an enpl oyee
wi thhold fromthe conpensation of that enployee any dues,
paynments or contributions payable by such enployee to any
| abor organization as defined in the |Illinois Educational
Labor Rel ations Act. Under such arrangenent, an anount shal
be wthheld fromeach regular payroll period which is equal
to the pro rata share of the annual dues plus any paynents or
contributions, and the trustees shal | transmt such
w thholdings to the specified |abor organization within 10
wor ki ng days fromthe tine of the wthholding. They may
accept t he endowents and voluntary professorships or
departnments in the University, fromany person or persons or
corporations who may offer the same, and, at any regul ar
nmeeting of the board, may prescribe rules and regulations in
relation to such endownents and declare on what general
principles they may be admtted: Provided, that such speci al
vol unt ary endownent s or pr of essor shi ps shall not be
i nconpatible with the true design and scope of the act of
congress, or of this Act: Provided, that no student shall at
any tinme be allowed to remain in or about the University in
idleness, or wthout full nmental or industrial occupation:
And provided further, that the trustees, in the exercise of
any of the powers conferred by this Act, shall not create any

l[iability or indebtedness in excess of the funds in the hands
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of the treasurer of the University at the tine of creating
such liability or indebtedness, and which my be specially
and properly applied to the paynment of the sane. Any lease to
the trustees of lands, buildings or facilities which wll
support scientific research and devel opnent in such areas as
hi gh t echnol ogy, super conput i ng, m croel ect roni cs,
bi ot echnol ogy, robotics, physics and engi neering shall be for
a termnot to exceed 18 years, and may grant to the trustees
the option to purchase the lands, buildings or facilities.
The | ease shall recite that it is subject to termnation and
cancel lation in any year for which the General Assenbly fails
to make an appropriation to pay the rent payabl e under the
terms of the | ease.

Leases for the purposes described herein exceeding 5
years shall have the approval of the Illinois Board of Hi gher
Educat i on.

The Board of Trustees nmay, directly or in cooperation
with other institutions of higher education, acquire by
purchase or |ease or otherwse, and construct, enlarge,
i nprove, equip, conplete, operate, control and nmanage nedi cal
research and high technology parks, together wth t he
necessary | ands, bui | di ngs, facilities, equipnment and
personal property therefor, to encourage and facilitate (a)
the I|ocation and devel opment of business and industry in the
State of Illinois, and (b) the increased application and
devel opnent of technology and (c) the inprovenment and
devel opnent of the State's econony. The Board of Trustees may
| ease to nonprofit corporations all or any part of the |and,
buil dings, facilities, equipnment or other property included
in a nedical research and high technology park upon such
terms and conditions as the University of Illinois my deem
advi sabl e and enter into any contract or agreenment with such
nonprofit corporations as nmay be necessary or suitable for

the construction, financing, operation and maintenance and
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managenent of any such park; and may | ease to any person

firm partnership or corporation, either public or private,
any part or all of the land, building, facilities, equipnent
or other property of such park for such purposes and upon
such rentals, ternms and conditions as the University nmay deem
advisable; and my finance all or part of the cost of any
such park, including the purchase, |ease, construction,
reconstruction, inprovenent, renodeling, addition to, and
extension and maintenance of all or part of such high
technology park, and all equipnment and furnishings, by
| egi sl ative appropriations, governnment grants, contracts,
private gifts, loans, receipts from the operation of such
high technology park, rentals and simlar receipts; and may
make its other facilities and services available to tenants
or other occupants of any such park at rates which are
reasonabl e and appropri ate.

The Trustees shall have power (a) to purchase rea
property and easenents, and (b) to acquire real property and
easenents in the manner provided by |law for the exercise of
the right of emnent domain, and in the event negotiations
for the acquisition of real property or easenents for rmaking
any inprovenent which the Trustees are authorized to nmake
shal | have proven unsuccessful and the Trustees shall have by
resol ution adopted a schedule or plan of operation for the
execution of the project and therein nmade a finding that it
IS necessary to take such property or easenents imediately
or at sone specified |ater date in order to conply with the
schedul e, the Trustees may acquire such property or easenents
in the sane manner provided in Sections 7-103 through 7-112
of the Code of G vil Procedure.

The Board of Trustees also shall have power to agree with
the State's Attorney of the county in which any properties of
the Board are |ocated to pay for services rendered by the

various taxing districts for the years 1944 through 1949 and
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to pay annually for services rendered thereafter by such
district such suns as nay be determned by the Board wupon
properties wused solely for income producing purposes, title
to which is held by said Board of Trustees, upon properties
| eased to nenbers of the staff of the University of Illinois,
title to which is held in trust for said Board of Trustees
and upon properties leased to for-profit entities the title
to which properties is held by the Board of Trustees. A
certified copy of any such agreenent made wth the State's
Attorney shall be filed with the County Cerk and such suns
shall be distributed to the respective taxing districts by
the County Collector 1in such proportions that each taxing
district will receive therefromsuch proportion as the tax
rate of such taxing district bears to the total tax rate that
would be |levied against such properties if they were not

exenpt fromtaxation under the Property Tax Code.

The Board of Trustees of the University of [Illinois,
subject to the applicable civil service |aw, may appoint
persons to be nenbers of the University of Illinois Police

Departnent. Menbers of the Police Departnent shall be peace
officers and as such have all powers possessed by policenen
in cities, and sheriffs, including the power to nake arrests
on view or warrants of violations of state statutes and city
or county ordinances, except that they may exercise such
powers only in counties wherein the University and any of its
branches or properties are |ocated when such is required for
the protection of wuniversity properties and interests, and
its students and personnel, and otherwise, wthin such
counties, when requested by appropriate state or local |[|aw
enforcenent officials; provided, however, that such officer
shal | have no power to serve and execute civil processes.

The Board of Trustees nust authorize to each nenber of
the University of Illinois Police Departnent and to any ot her

enpl oyee of the University of Illinois exercising the powers
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of a peace officer a distinct badge that, on its face, (i)
clearly states that the badge is authorized by the University
of Illinois and (ii) contains a unique identifying nunmber. No
ot her badge shall be authorized by the University of

[l1linois. Nothing in this paragraph prohibits the Board of

Tr ust ees from i Ssui ng shi el ds or other distinctive

identification to enpl oyees not exercising the powers of a

peace officer if the Board of Trustees determnes that a

shield or distinctive identification is needed by t he

enpl oyee to carry out his or her responsibilities.

The Board of Trustees nay own, operate, or govern, by or
t hrough the Coll ege of Medicine at Peoria, a nmanaged care
community network established under subsection (b) of Section
5-11 of the Illinois Public Aid Code.

The powers of the trustees as herein designated are
subject to the provisions of "An Act «creating a Board of
H gher Education, defining its powers and duties, making an
appropriation therefor, and repealing an Act herein naned",
approved August 22, 1961, as anended.

The Board of Trustees shall have the authority to adopt
all admnistrative rules which nmay be necessary for the
effective admnistration, enforcenent and regul ation of al
matters for whi ch t he Board has jurisdiction or
responsi bility.

(b) To assist in the provision of bui I di ngs and
facilities beneficial to, wuseful for, or supportive of
Uni versity purposes, the Board of Trustees of the University
of Illinois may exercise the followng powers with regard to
the area | ocated on or adjacent to the University of Illinois
at Chicago canpus and bounded as follows: on the Wst by
Morgan Street; on the North by Roosevelt Road; on the East by
Union Street; and on the South by 16th Street, in the Cty of
Chi cago:

(1) Acquire any interests in l|and, buildings, or
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facilities by purchase, including installnents payable
over a period allowed by |aw, by lease over a term of
such duration as the Board of Trustees shall determ ne,
or by exercise of the power of em nent donai n;

(2) Sub-lease or contract to purchase t hr ough
instal |l ments al | or any portion of buildings or
facilities for such duration and on such ternms as the
Board of Trustees shall determne, including a termthat
exceeds 5 years, provided that each such |ease or
purchase contract shall be and shall recite that it 1is
subject to termnation and cancellation in any year for
whi ch the General Assenbly fails to nmake an appropriation
to pay the rent or purchase installnments payable under
the ternms of such | ease or purchase contract; and

(3) Sell property without conpliance with the State
Property Cont r ol Act and retain proceeds in the
University Treasury in a special, separate devel opnent
fund account which the Auditor Ceneral shall examne to
assure conpliance with this Act.

Any buildings or facilities to be devel oped on the | and shall
be buildings or facilities that, in the determ nation of the
Board of Trustees, in whole or in part: (i) are for use by
the University; or (ii) otherw se advance the interests of
the University, including, by way of exanple, residential
facilities for University staff and students and comerci al
facilities which provide services needed by the University
community. Revenues fromthe devel opnent fund account may be
wi t hdrawn by the University for the purpose of denolition and
the processes associated with denolition; routine land and
property acquisition; extension of wutilities; streetscape
wor k; | andscape work; surface and structure par ki ng;
sidewal ks, recreational paths, and street construction; and
| ease and | ease purchase arrangenents and the professional

services associated with the planning and devel opnent of the
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area. Moneys fromthe devel opnment fund account used for any
ot her purpose nust be deposited into and appropriated from
the General Revenue Fund. Buildings or facilities leased to
an entity or person other than the University shall not be
subject to any limtations applicable to a State supported
college or university under any law. All devel opnment on the
land and all use of any buildings or facilities shall be
subject to the control and approval of the Board of Trustees.

Sec. 13-107. Investigation of conplaints against official
testing stations. The Departnent shall, upon its own notion,
or upon charges made in witing verified under oath
i nvestigate conplaints that an official testing station 1is
willfully falsifying records or tests, either for the purpose
of selling parts or services not actually required, or for
the purpose of issuing a certificate of safety for a vehicle
designed to carry 15 or fewer passengers operated by a
contract carrier transporting enployees in the course of
their enploynment on a highway of this State, second division
vehicle, or nedical transport vehicle that is not in safe
mechani cal condition as determned by the standards of this
Chapter in violation of the provisions of this Chapter or of
the rules and regul ations issued by the Departnent.

The Secretary of Transportation, for the purpose of nore
effectively carrying out the provisions of Chapter 13, may
appoi nt such a nunber of inspectors as he may deem necessary.
Such inspectors shall inspect and investigate applicants for
official testing station permts and investigate and report

violations. Wth respect to enforcenent of the provisions of
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this Chapter 13, such inspectors shall have and may exercise
t hroughout the State all the powers of police officers.

The Secretary must authorize to each inspector and to any
ot her enployee of the Departnent exercising the powers of a
peace officer a distinct badge that, on its face, (i) clearly
states that the badge is authorized by the Departnent and
(1i) contains a wunique identifying nunber. No other badge

shall be authorized by the Departnment. Nothing in this

Section prohibits the Secretary fromissuing shields or other

distinctive identification to enployees not exercising the

powers of a peace officer if the Secretary deternmnes that a

shi el d or distinctive identification is needed by the

enpl oyee to carry out his or her responsibilities.
