(10) Athletic training by persons actively licensed as

an athletic trainer in another state or currently certified

by the National Athletic Trainers Association Board of

Certification, Inc., if the person's hone state does not

requl at e the practice of athletic training, under the

supervision of an Illinois licensed athletic trainer at a

speci al athletic t our nanent or event conducted by a

sancti oned amateur athletic organi zati on (including, but not

limted to, the Prairie State Ganes and the Special d ynpics)

(P) WIlIlfully failing to report an instance of suspected
child abuse or neglect as required by the Abused and
Negl ected Child Reporting Act;

(Q Physical illness, including but not Iimted to
deterioration through the aging process, or loss of notor
skill t hat results in the inability to practice the
profession with reasonabl e judgnent, skill, or safety;

(R Solicitation of professional services other than by
permtted institutional policy;

(S) The wuse of any words, abbreviations, figures or
letters with the intention of indicating practice as an
athletic trainer wthout a valid license as an athletic

trai ner under this Act;
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(T) The treatnent of injuries of athletes by a |icensed
athletic trainer except by the referral of a physician,
podi atrist, or dentist;

(U WIllfully violating or knowngly assisting in the
violation of any law of this State relating to the use of
habi t-form ng drugs;

(V) WIllfully violating or knowngly assisting in the
violation of any law of this State relating to the practice
of abortion;

(W Continued practice by a person knowi ngly having an
i nfectious communi cabl e or contagi ous di sease;

(X) Being naned as a perpetrator in an indicated report
by the Department of Children and Fam |y Services pursuant to
t he Abused and Negl ected Child Reporting Act and upon proof
by cl ear and convi ncing evidence that the |icensee has caused
a child to be an abused child or neglected child as defined
in the Abused and Negl ected Child Reporting Act;

(Y) Failureto file a return, or to pay the tax,
penalty, or interest shown in a filed return, or to pay any
final assessnment of tax, penalty, or interest, as required by
any tax Act admnistered by the I1llinois Departnment of
Revenue, wuntil such tinme as the requirenents of any such tax
Act are satisfied; or

(2) Failure to fulfill continuing education requirenents
as prescribed in Section 10 of this Act.

The determnation by a circuit court that a l|icensee is
subject to involuntary admssion or judicial adm ssion as
provided in the Mental Health and Devel opnmental Disabilities
Code operates as an automatic suspension. Such suspension
will end only upon a finding by a court that the athletic
trainer is no longer subject to involuntary adm ssion or
judicial admssion and issues an order so finding and
di scharging the athlete; and upon the recommendation of the

Board to the Director that the |licensee be allowed to resune
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his or her practice.
