(a-10) Wienever the question of incorporation as an

(b) If a mjority of the votes cast on the question at
any election are for mnority representation in the €eity

council or board, the nenbers of the etty council or board,

except as otherw se provided, thereafter shall be elected as
provided in Section 3.1-15-35.

(c) The etty council or board, at |east 30 days before
the first day fixed by law for the filing of candidate
petitions for the next general nunicipal election, shal

apportion the nunicipality ettty by dividing its popul ation,

as ascertained by an official publication of any national,
state, school, or local ettty census, by any nunmber not | ess
than 2 nor nore than 17 6. The quotient shall be the ratio of
representation in the ettty council or board. Districts shal
be formed of contiguous and conpact territory and contain, as
near as practicable, an equal nunber of inhabitants.

(d) If a mpjority of the votes cast on the question at
any election are against mnority representation in the e€ity

council or__board, the nenbers of the etty council or board

shall be elected as otherwi se provided in this Code.

(e) At any tinme after the incorporation of any form of

nmuni cipality a-etty under this Code, on petition of electors

equal in nunber to one-eighth the nunber of |egal votes cast
at the next preceding general nunicipal election, the ettty
clerk shall certify the question of the adoption or retention
of mnority representation to the proper election authority

for submssion to the electors of that nunicipality etty. The

proposition shall be in the sane formas provided in this
Section, except that the word "retai ned" shall be substituted
for the word "adopted" when appropriate. A question of

mnority representation, however, shall not be submtted nore
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than once within 32 nonths.

(f) If the ettty council or board of any nunicipality

etty adopting minority representation as provided in this
Section has not fixed aratio of representation and forned
the districts by the tinme specified in this Section, those
acts may be done by any later ettty or village council. All
of ficial acts done and ordi nances passed by a etty council or

board el ected at large by the electors of a nunicipality €tty

that has adopted a minority representation plan shall be as
valid and binding as if the aldernmen had been el ected from
districts.

Aldernen and board menber s under

mnority representation pl an. Every district wunder a
mnority representation plan shall be entitled to 3 al dernen

or board nenbers. Al dermen and board nenbers shall hold their

offices for 4 years and wuntil their successors have been

el ected and qualified, except in nunicipalities etttes that

have adopted a 2 year termunder Section 3.1-10-65. There

shal|l be elected in each district as nmany al dernen or_board

menbers as the district is entitled to. In all of these

el ections for aldernen or board nenbers, each elector may

cast as many votes as there are aldernen or board nenbers to

be elected in the elector's district, or may distribute his
or her votes, or equal parts of +the votes, anong the
candi dates as the elector sees fit. The candi date highest in

votes is elected if only one aldernman or board nenber is

el ected; the candi dates hi ghest and next highest in votes are

elected if only 2 aldernen or board nenbers are elected; and

the 3 highest candidates in votes are el ected when 3 al dernen

or board nenbers are elected. Vacancies shall be filled as

provided in Sections 3.1-10-50 and 3.1-10-55 by either
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interimelection or appointnent. An appointnment to fill a
vacancy shall be made wthin 60 days after the vacancy
occurs. The requirement that an appointnent be nmade wthin
60 days is an exclusive power and function of the State and
is adenial and limtation wunder Article WVII, Section 6,
subsection (h) of the Illinois Constitution of the power of a
home rule nmunicipality to require that an appoi ntnent be nmade
within a different period after the vacancy occurs.

Staggered el ections under mnority

plans. In all nunicipalities etties that adopt or have

adopted the mnority representation plan for the election of

al dernmen or board nenbers and have not al ready staggered the

terms of their aldernmen or board nenbers, the etty counci

may provide by ordinance that at any ensuing gener al

muni ci pal election for nunicipal

ety officers the al dernen

or board nenbers in every alternate district shall be el ected

for one termof 2 years and, at the expiration of that term
of 2 years, for regular terns of 4 years. This Section does

not prohibit a nmunicipality etty fromvoting in favor of a 2

year termfor nunicipal

etty officers as provided in Section
3.1-10-65. The provisions of the general election |aw shal
govern el ections under this Section.
