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AN ACT in relation to juvenile offenders, which may be

referred to as the Redeploy Illinois Program anendnents.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Probation and Probation Oficers Act 1is

anended by adding Section 16.1 as foll ows:

(730 ILCS 110/16.1 new)

Sec. 16.1. Redeploy Illinois Program

(a) The purpose of this Section is to encourage the

deinstitutionalization of juvenile offenders establishing

pilot projects in counties or groups of counties that

reall ocate State funds fromjuvenile correctional confinenent

to local jurisdictions, which will establish a conti nuum of

local, comunity-based sanctions and treatnent alternatives

for juvenile offenders who would be incarcerated if those

|l ocal services and sanctions did not exist. The all ot ment of

funds wl| be based on a fornmula that rewards | ocal

jurisdictions for the establishnment or expansion of |ocal

alternatives to incarceration, and requires themto pay for

utilization of incarceration as a sanction. This redepl oynent

of funds shall be nmade in a manner consistent with the

Juvenile Court Act of 1987 and the following purposes and

(1) The juvenile justice system should protect the

communi ty, i npose accountability to Vi cti ns and

communities for violations of |aw, and equip juvenile

offenders with conpetencies to live responsibly and

pr oducti vel y.

(2) Juveniles should be treated in the | east

restrictive manner possible while maintaining the safety

of the conmunity.
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(3) A continuum of services and sanctions from| east

restrictive to nbst restrictive should be available in

every connunity.

(4) There should be |1ocal responsibility and

authority for planning, organizing, and coordinating

service resources in the comunity. People in the

community can best choose a range of services which

reflect comunity values and neet the needs of their own

(5) Juveniles who pose a threat to the conmunity or

t hensel ves need special care, including secure settings.

Such services as detention, long-term incarceration, or

residential treatment are too costly to provide in each

community and should be coordinated and provided on a

regi onal or Statew de basis.

(6) The roles of State and |ocal governnent in

creating and nmaintaining services to vyouth in t he

juvenile justice system should be clearly defined. The

role of the State is to fund services, set standards of

care, train service pr ovi der s, and nmonitor the

integrati on and coordi nation of services. The role of

|l ocal governnent should be to oversee the provision of

servi ces.

(b) Each county or circuit participating in the pilot

program nust <create a local plan denonstrating how it wl|l

reduce the <county or circuit's wutilization of secure

confinenent of juvenile offenders in the Illinois Departnent

of Corrections or county detention centers by the creation or

expansi on of individualized services or prograns that nay

include but are not limted to the foll ow ng:

(1) Assessnent and evaluation services to provide

the juvenile justice systemwith accurate individualized

case information on each juvenile offender including

mental health, substance abuse, educational, and famly
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i nf ornati on;

(2) Direct services to individual juvenile offenders

i ncl udi ng educati onal , vocati onal , ment al heal t h,

subst ance abuse, supervision, and service coordination;

and

(3) Prograns that seek to restore the offender to

the community, such as victim offender panels, teen

courts, conpetency building, enhanced accountability

measures, restitution, and comunity service. The | ocal

pl an nust be directed in such a nanner as to enphasi ze an

i ndi viduali zed approach to providing services to juvenile

offenders in an integrated comunity based system

including probation as the broker of services. The plan

must al so detail the reduction in utilization of secure

confinenent. The local plan shall be linited to services

and shall not include costs for:

(i) capital expenditures;

(ii) renovations or renvodeling;

(iii) personnel costs for probation.

The |l ocal plan shall be submtted to the Departnent of

Human Servi ces.

(c) A county or qgroup of <counties nmy develop an

agreenent  with the Departnment of Human Services to reduce

their nunber of commtnents of juvenile offenders, excluding

mnors sentenced based upon a finding of quilt of first

deqgree nurder or an offense which is a Cdass X forcible

felony as defined in the Crimnal Code of 1961, to the

Departnent of Corrections, and then use the savings to

devel op |ocal progranming for youth who woul d ot herwi se have

been committed to the Departnent of Corrections. The county

or group of counties shall agree to linmt their commtnents

to 75% of the level of commtnents fromthe average nunber of

juvenile commtnents for the past 3 years, and wl| receive

the savings to redeploy for local programm ng for juveniles
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who woul d otherwi se be held in confinement. The agreement

shall set forth the foll ow ng

f or

(1) a Statenent of the nunber and type of juvenile

offenders from the county who were held in secure

confinenent by the Illinois Departnent of Corrections or

in county detention the previous yvear, and an expl anati on

of which, and how nmny, of these offenders m ght be

served through the proposed Redeploy Illinois Programfor

whi ch the funds shall be used;

(2) a Statenent of the service needs of currently

confined juveniles;

(3) a Statenent of the type of services and prograns

to provide for the individual needs of the juvenile

offenders, and the research or evidence base t hat

qualifies those services and prograns as proven or

prom si ng practices;

(4) a budget indicating the costs of each service or

programto be funded under the plan;

(5) a summary of contracts and service agreenents

indicating the treatnent goals and nunber of juvenile

offenders to be served by each service provider:; and

(6) a Statenent indicating that the Redepl oy

Il1linois Programw ||l not duplicate existing services and

prograns. Funds for this plan shall not suppl ant existing

county funded prograns.

(d) (Bl ank).

(e) The Departnent of Hunmn Services shall be responsible

t he foll ow ng:

(1) Reviewing each Redeploy |Illinois Program plan

for conpliance with standards established for such pl ans.

A plan may be approved as subnitted, approved with

nodi fications, or rejected. No plan shall be considered

for approval if the circuit or county is not in ful

conpliance with all requl ations, standards and qgui deli nes
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pertaining to the delivery of basic probation services as

establi shed by the Suprene Court.

(2) Monitoring on a continual basis and eval uating

annually both the programand its fiscal activities in

all counties receiving an allocation under the Redepl oy

Il1linois Program Any program or service that has not net

the goals and objectives of its contract or service

agreenent shall be subject to denial for funding in

subseqguent vears. The Departnment of Hunman Servi ces shal

evaluate the effectiveness of the Redeploy Illinois
Programin each circuit or county. In determining the
future funding for the Redeploy IIlinois Program under
this Act, the evaluation shall include, as a prinary

indicator of success, a decreased nunber of confi nement

days for the county's juvenile offenders.

(f) Any Redeploy Illinois Programallocations not applied

for and approved by the Departnent of Hunan Services shall be

avai lable for redistribution to approved plans for the

remai nder of that fiscal year. Any county that invests |oca

moneys in the Redeploy Illinois Program shall be given first

consi deration for any redi stribution of al | ocati ons.

Jurisdictions participating in Redeploy Illinois that exceed

their agreed upon level of commtnents to the Departnent of

Corrections shall reinburse the Departnent of Corrections for

each commi t nent above the agreed upon | evel.

(g) Inplenentation of Redeploy Illinois.

(1) Pl anni ng Phase.

(i) Redeploy Illinois Oversight Board. The Departnment of
Hunan Services shall convene an oversi ght board to devel op
plans for a pilot Redeploy Illinois Program The Board shal

i nclude, but not be limted to, designees fromthe Departnent

of Corrections, the Adninistrative Ofice of Illinois Courts,

t he Illinois Juvenile Justice Commission, the |1llinois

Criminal Justice Information Authority, the Departnent of
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Chi | dren

and Fanily Services, the State Board of Educati on,

t he Cook

County State's Attorney, and a State's Attorney

sel ected

by the President of the Illinois State's Attorney's

Associ ati

on.

(ii) Responsibilities of the Redeploy Illinois

Oversi ght Board. The Oversi ght Board shall:

(A) Ildentify jurisdictions to be invited in

the initial pilot programof Redeploy Illinois.

(B) Develop a fornmula for reinbursenent of

local jurisdictions for local and comunity-based

services utilized in lieu of commtnent to the

Department of Corrections, as well as for any

charges for local jurisdictions for commtnents

above the agreed upon linmt in the approved pl an.

(C ldentify resources sufficient to support

t he adm ni strati on and evaluation of Redeploy

Il1inois.

(D) Devel op a process and identify resources to

support on-going npnitoring and eval uati on of

Redeploy Il1linois.

(E) Devel op a process and identify resources to

support training on Redeploy Illinois.

(F) Report to the Governor and the General

Assenbly on an annual basis on the progress of

Redeploy Il1linois.

ast up to, but may in no event |ast |onger than,

July

1, 2004.

(2) Pilot Phase. In the second phase of the Redepl oy

Il1linois program the Departnent of Human Servi ces shal

i mpl enent several pilot prograns of Redeploy Illinois in

counties or groups of <counties as identified by the

Oversi ght Board. Annual review of the Redeploy lllinois

program by t he Over si ght Boar d shal | i ncl ude
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1 recommendations for future sites for Redeploy Illinois.
