The Gener al

Assenbl y finds that in the event of terrorist acts,

especially those involving the rel ease of biological agents,

bacteria, viruses, or other agents intended to cause ill ness

or injury, hospitals serve as first responders in diagnosi ng

and treating the victins of those acts. As first responders,

hospitals are on the front lines of the State's energency

managenent efforts. G ven t he i ncreased denands for

equi pnent, materials, and training associated wth their

responsibility as first responders in the event of terrorist

acts, hospitals would benefit from additional resources to

enable them to be better prepared to protect and aid the

residents of the State. In awarding funds to support disaster

pr eparedness by first responders, the Departnent and any

other State agencies shall take into account the role of

hospitals in being prepared to respond to energencies or

di sasters.
