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AN ACT concerni ng professional regul ation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Barber, Cosnetol ogy, Esthetics, and Nai
Technol ogy Act of 1985 is anmended by changing Section 4-7 as

foll ows:

Sec. 4-7. Ref usal , suspension and revocation of
i censes; causes; disciplinary action.

(1) The Departnment may refuse to issue or renew, and may
suspend, revoke, place on probation, reprimand or take any
other disciplinary action as the Departnment may deem proper
including civil penalties not to exceed $500 for each
violation, with regard to any license for any one, or any
conbi nation, of the follow ng causes:

a. Conviction of any crinme under the |laws of the

United States or any state or territory thereof that 1is

(t)-a-felony;-(tt)-a-n sdeneanor; - an- essent t al - el enent - of

whi eh-t s-di shonesty;-or-(ttt) a crinme which is related to

the practice of the profession.
b. Conviction of any of the violations listed in

Section 4-20.

c. Mterial msstatenent in furnishing information
to the Departnent.

d. Mking any msrepresentation for the purpose of
obtaining a |license or violating any provision of this

Act or its rules.

e. Ading or assisting another person in violating
any provision of this Act or its rules.

f. Failing, within 60 days, to provide information
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in response to a witten request nade by the Departnent.

g. Discipline by another state, territory, or
country if at |east one of the grounds for the discipline
is the sanme as or substantially equivalent to those set
forth in this Act.

h. Practice in t he barber, nail technol ogy,
esthetics, or cosnetol ogy profession, or an attenpt to
practice in t hose pr of essi ons, by f raudul ent
m srepresentation.

i. Goss malpractice or gross inconpetency.

j. Continued practice by a person know ngly having
an i nfectious or contagi ous di sease.

k. Solicitation of professional services by using
fal se or m sl eadi ng adverti sing.

. A finding by the Departnent that the |icensee,
after having his or her license placed on probationary
status, has violated the ternms of probation.

m Directly or indirectly giving to or receiving
from any person, firm corporation, partnership or
associ ation any fee, comm ssion, rebate, or other form of
conpensation for any professional services not actually
or personal ly rendered.

n. Violating any of the provisions of this Act or
rul es adopted pursuant to this Act.

o. WIIlfully making or filing false records or
reports relating to a licensee's practice, including but
not limted to, false records filed wwth State agencies
or departnents.

p. Habitual or excessive use addiction to al cohol,
narcotics, stimulants, or any other chemcal agent or
drug that results in the inability to practice with
reasonabl e judgnent, skill or safety.

g. Engaging in di shonor abl e, unet hi cal or

unprof essi onal conduct of a character likely to deceive,
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defraud, or harmthe public as nay be defined by rul es of
the Departnent, or violating the rules of professional
conduct which may be adopted by the Departnent.

r. Permtting any person to use for any unlawful or
f raudul ent pur pose one's di pl oma or license or
certificate of registration as a cosnetologist, nai
technician, esthetician, or barber or cosnetol ogy, nai
t echnol ogy, esthetics, or barbering teacher or salon or
shop or cosnetol ogy, esthetics, or nail technology clinic
t eacher.

S. Being named as a perpetrator in an indicated
report by the Departnent of Children and Famly Services
under the Abused and Neglected Child Reporting Act and
upon proof by clear and convincing evidence that the
licensee has caused a child to be an abused child or
negl ected child as defined in the Abused and Neglected
Child Reporting Act.

(2) In rendering an order, the Director shall take into

consideration the facts and circunstances involving the type

acts or omssions in paragraph (1) of this Section

i ncluding, but not limted to:

(a) the extent to which public confidence in the
cosnetol ogy, nail technology, esthetics, or barbering
prof essi on was, m ght have been, or nmay be, injured;

(b) the degree of trust and dependence anong the
i nvol ved parti es;

(c) the character and degree of harmwhich did
result or m ght have resulted,

(d) the intent or nental state of the |icensee at
the tinme of the acts or om ssions.

(3) The Depart nent shal | reissue the |license or

regi stration upon certification by the Conmttee that the
disciplined l|icensee or registrant has conplied with all of

the ternms and conditions set forth in the final order or has
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been sufficiently rehabilitated to warrant the public trust.
(4) The Departnent may refuse to issue or may suspend
the license or certificate of registration of any person who
fails to file a return, or to pay the tax, penalty or
interest showmm in a filed return, or to pay any final

assessnment of tax, penalty or interest, as required by any

tax Act adm nistered by the Illinois Departnment of Revenue,
until such time as the requirenents of any such tax Act are
satisfied.

(5) The Departnent shall deny wthout hearing any
application for a license or renewal of a |license under this
Act by a person who has defaulted on an educational |oan
guaranteed by the Illinois Student Assistance Conm ssion;
however, the Departnent may issue or renew a license if the
person in default has established a satisfactory repaynent
record as determined by the Illinois Student Assistance
Comm ssi on.
