Section 5. The Code of Crim nal Procedure of 1963 is

anended by changi ng Section 110-13 as foll ows:

Sec. 110-13. Persons prohibited from furnishing bai
security.

(a) No attorney at law practicing in this State and no
official authorized to admt another to bail or to accept
bail shall furnish any part of any security for bail 1in any
crimnal action or any proceeding nor shall any such person
act as surety for any accused admtted to bail.

(b) A victimof donestic violence as defined in Section

112A-3 of this Code may not furnish any part of any security

for bail in any crinmnal action or any proceeding for any

person alleged to have caused the abuse against the victim

and nay not act as surety for the alleged abuser adnmitted to

bail. This subsection (b) is applicable even if an order of

protecti on has not been issued agai nst the all eged abuser.
