Sec. 2.07. The Departnent shall enploy and maintain
sufficient and qualified staff at the veterans' hones to
fulfill the requirenents of this Act. The Departnent shal
report to the GCeneral Assenbly, by January 1 and July 1 of
each year, the nunber of staff enployed in providing direct
patient care at their veterans' hones, the conpliance or
nonconpliance with staffing standards established by the
United States Departnent of Veterans Affairs for such care,
and in the event of nonconpliance with such standards, the
nunber of staff required for conpliance.

Hone shall be canceled in accordance with the terns of those

contracts. Upon cancell ation, each worker or staff nenber

shal | be offered certified enploynent status under the

Illinois Personnel Code with the State of Illinois. To the

extent it is reasonably practicable, the position offered to

each person shall be at the sane facility and shall consi st

of the sane duties and hours as previously existed under the

cancel ed contract or contracts.
